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     We hear quite a bit about heroes these days.  We all need them.  Deep in our 
heart of hearts, many of us want to be a hero to another.  This book is about  
becoming the hero God intended us to be.  The author, Erwin Kaphael McManus, 
is the lead pastor of Mosaic in Los Angeles, CA and has presented at Promise 
Keepers.  This book is a challenging read. 
 There were several very interesting statements in the book that caused me 
to pause and carefully reflect.  In the beginning chapter,  Erwin talks about the 
freedom that we have in Christ and what it means.  He explains, ñFreedom is the  
gift of serving others out of love. It is the freedom only God can give, where we 
once again become like Him. It is here, and only here that freedom exists without 
boundaries.  You are free to love without limit, to forgive, to be merciful, to be 
generous, to be compassionate, to risk, to sacrifice, to enjoy, and to live.ò Wow! 
Such freedom in Christ. 
 In a further chapter he discusses integrity and truth, which also includes  
humility. ñWhen a person has an attitude problem, what he really has is an  
arrogance problem.ò Think about that statement for a minute.  ñPride fills up the 
space where integrity needs to reside.ò  If your focus is yourself, you will have an 
attitude problem and an integrity problem as well.  ñIf all you care about is  
yourself, thatôs all youôre going to have.ò What does that say about our  
relationships?  
 Addressing gratefulness, the author goes on to state, ñWhen we are grateful, 
we are most fully alive. Gratitude allows us to absorb every possible pleasure from 
a moment.ò  Gratitude helps us establish strong, healthy relationships: ñYou  
overcome selfishness with servanthood and greed with generosity.ò Realizing that 
life is a gift and experiencing gratitude to God who gives us this gift brings us to 
worship and praise our Lord Jesus Christ minute by minute. This in turn, helps us 
to grow in our capacity to know and share love which strengthens our relationship 
with God and others. 
 I hope this review has gotten you interested in reading this book. I highly 
recommend this book for anyone who desires to grow in their relationship with  
Jesus and with others.
